3.  These guided tours are available starting at 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. the last Friday in March, April, 

May, August, September, October and November. No tours are scheduled on weekends or 

federal holidays. Tour and static requests must be submitted no later than 30 days prior to 

the date requested. Please note tours may be subject to last-minute cancellations due to mission 

and training requirements.
