Protocol Corner
December's Protocol Point of Reference

Continuing in the same vein of last month's focus on saluting, it is
important to address other important Customs and Courtesies in
the Air Force. Simran Khurana says, "Respect is a virtue of the
noble. Great people climbed the ladder of success when they
shed their ego and embraced humility. When you respect others,
you respect yourself. Stand tall amongst your peers and mentors
by giving them due respect."

8.2. Other Marks of Respect.

8.2.1. Juniors shall show deference to seniors at all times by rec-
ognizing their presence and by employing a courteous and re-
spectful bearing and mode of speech toward them.

8.2.2. Juniors shall stand at attention (unless seated at mess or
unless circumstances make such action impracticable or inappro-
priate) as follows:

8.2.2.1. When addressed by an officer senior to them.

8.2.2.2. When an officer of flag or general rank, the commanding
officer, or an officer senior to the commanding officer, or an officer
making an official inspection enters the room or space.

8.2.3. Juniors shall walk or ride to the left of seniors whom they
are accompanying.

8.2.4. Officers shall enter aircraft and other modes of transporta-
tion in inverse order of rank and shall depart them in order of rank,
unless there is special reason to the contrary. The seniors shall
be accorded the more desirable seats.
